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Comparative study of the concept of "Nin-jo™ and the norm of "Ren-ging
of society and organization in Japan and China

There are fundamental differences between the concept and the rule of humanity
in Japan and in China. While China's Ren-ging norm emphasizes personal
family-relationships, the rule of Japan's Nijo emphasizes that individual serve to
belonging groups. Particularly in Japan, interests of individuals and interests of
belonging group are equivalent at a high level. This is a conclusion obtained by
examining existing research on the meaning, expression and Behavior of humanity in
Japan and in China. This difference between Japan and China derives from the common
sense of society based on Japanese rice cultivation culture. In Japan, traditionally the
interests of family business have priority over the interests of blood-relationships and
individual. In modern Japanese organizations, by emphasizing the cooperation and role
of individuals in their groups, they weaken the will of individual, and bring interests of
individual into line at a high level of organizational interests.
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
